Pentecost is a Greek word, meaning “fiftieth day.” At this time,
Jewish people celebrate Shavuot and in Jesus’ time there would have
been a lot of people in Jerusalem. Read the story of Pentecost here.
Questions to discuss:

¢ What happened to the friends of Jesus?

¢ How would this help people spread the Good News?

¢ What reaction did the people have who heard Peter speak?

* What effect did it have on their lives?

¢ How would you have felt on hearing Peter’s message?

¢ How does the power of the Holy Spirit change people’s lives?

¢ How could you be bearers of Good News?
